Semi – Final’s and Consolation will be held Sunday November 20 at

Prize Structure: 
 

Round Robin Games = $200.00 ($10, $10, $20, $20, $30, $30, $40, $40) in Skins  
Consolation (5th&6th) = $1000.00 ($50, $50, $100, $100, $150, $150, $200, $200) in Skins  

Semi-Finals = $1200.00 ($50, $50, $100, $100, $150, $150, $300, $300) in Skins 
Championship Final = $2400.00 ($100, $100, $200, $200, $400, $400, $500, $500) in Skins  

 
Bonus Prize: 

 
Team Cumulative Draw To The Button (held immediately following teams first draw will 

be used to break all ties in the standings) = $500.00 
 
 



Rules: 
 

1 The CCA Rules of the Game apply, except as modified below. 
 
2. Upon conclusion of the first game, all four (4) players on each team will attempt to draw 
closest to the button, with sweeping allowed. The team whose cumulative total distance is 
the least wins a bonus of $500.00. This competition will also be used as the only method to 
break all ties in the standings for seeding 1st through 6th places for play beyond the round 
robin.  
 
3. All games are 8 ends. 
 
4. Total prize money is $11,100.00 including the $500.00 closest-to-the-button bonus (rule 
#2). 
 
5. A skin is won by (a) taking two or more points when holding last rock; or (b) stealing the 
end. All money not won in an end is carried over to the next end. 
 
6. Blanking an end (no skin awarded) results in a team losing last rock in the next end. 
 
7. If the money at stake in the 8th end is not won, each team plays one draw to the house, 
with sweeping allowed by the playing side only. The team whose stone is closest to the 
button wins the end and the money.
